PSAT News 

The PSAT scores will be mailed home after we receive the 
scores from College Board (most years we receive the 

scores around Winter Break).  Please encourage your stu-

dents to review their test score. The following information 
on My College QuickStart was copied from the College 

Board web site.  It is a free service available to you and 

your student. The access code will be on the 2008 score 

report. 
 

My College QuickStartÊ 

If you took the PSAT/NMSQT in 2006 or later, 
you have access to My College QuickStart, a 

free personalized college and career planning 

kit based on your test results.  

To sign in, youôll need the access code printed 
on your PSAT/NMSQT paper score report. If 

you do not already have a College Board ac-

count, youôll be prompted to create one. It typi-

cally takes less than two minutes to create your 

FREE account.  

My College QuickStart includes these fea-

tures: 

My Online Score Report ï An enhanced score 

report that allows you to review each test ques-

tion, your answer, and the correct answer with 

answer explanations.  

My SAT Study Plan ï A customized SAT 

study plan based on your PSAT/NMSQT test 

performance, highlighting skills for review and 

practice.  

My College Matches ï A starter list of colleges 
based on your home state and indicated choice 

of major.  

My Major & Career Matches ï Personalized 

lists of majors and careers plus access to a per-
sonality assessment that suggests other com-

patible possibilities.  

Military Academy and ROTC Night  

All students who are interest in the military as a career 

should attend this informational night at Oakton High 
School on Feb. 24.  This is a program for anyone interested 

in the ROTC or the Service Academies.  The application 

process and timelines are reviewed.    

ASVAB 

The Armed Services Vocational Aptitude Battery will be 
given at Woodson in December.  Please have your student 

sign up in the Career Center if they are interested in taking 

this informational aptitude battery.   

Seniors 

Parentôs of seniors; please encourage your seniors to adhere 
to college time lines.  Remember that counselors need two 

to three weeks to process information, and teachers may 

request a month or more.  All Jan. 1 deadline, requests for 
transcripts and recommendations, should be in by Monday, 

Nov. 30 to assure that counselors can get them processed 

before Winter Break.  Counselors will be on Winter Break 

from Dec. 24 to Jan. 4.  
Woodson sends mid-year grades to all colleges to which 

transcripts have been sent.  This is done automatically. Stu-

dents do not have to request this service.  Woodson does 
not automatically send quarter grades.  

 

Juniors 
Please encourage your students to take the SATs and/or 

ACTs this spring. Please sign up early so that you can be 

sure of getting the test site that is your first choice. Remem-

ber that SATs and ACTs are not given over the summer.  
Students who are applying early action or early decision 

will need these scores for the colleges to make a decision 

on their application.   

Sophomores 

All sophomores will be attending a Sophomore Orientation 
during their PE classes on Nov. 4 and 5.  Sophomores are 

given a copy of their transcript, a lesson on reading a tran-

script, a lesson on interpreting PSAT results, goal planning 
ideas, and a lesson on sexual harassment and bullying.
